Visit to Tumkur District Jail at Oorukere. 

As an external academic activity the students of  BA Final year and second year students of 

sociology stream visited the Tumkur District Jail that is located at the outskirts of Tumkur 

city ,near Oorukere 5th of August 2023. Around 45 students along with Dr Jagadeesh M 

,HOD of Department of Sociology and Mrs Divya K Lecturer from the Department of 

English. The students assembled near the jail by 10 AM . The students were briefed general 

instructions before entering the jail by a police personnel. Later the students were allowed to 

enter into the Jail. There were   480 prisoners in the jail who were under trial. The criminals   

and their cases were under trial at Tumkur district court. According to the officers on duty 

once the criminals were convicted they were shifted to Bangalore or Shimoga  jail. 

There were criminals   accused of theft, robbery, cheating, murder attempt and many other 

crimes. The jail was surrounded by a 12ft wall at all the corners. The criminals were given 

opportunity to improve their life. The prisoners were given jobs like packing agarbhathis 

(cycle brand) . They were paid a handsome amount of Rs 400 to 600 per day according to 

their capacity to pack. The students visited the kitchen where in the diet plan of prisoners was 

briefed. . The students of our college had an opportunity to see the adversities of crime and 

pathetic life of people when involved in anti social activities. There was a health clinic inside 

the jail, a physician, psychiatrist who periodically kept a check on the physical and mental 

health of the prisoners. There was online trial facility from the court where the prisoners were 

presented. The prisoners were allowed to call on phone and talk to their family. There was a 

record system which recorded the conversation of the criminals, monitored police officers, if 

suspicious would take up necessary actions. The Jailor Superintendent Mr.Mallikarjuna Male 

was very co-operative and kind enough to provide us with the permission for the students to 

understand then a particular section of the society. The students along with the staff dispersed 

from the Jail by 1pm.
